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One Another, Week 1: Attitudes
Agape Love
Jesus gives a new commandment
John 13:34-35 (NKJV): A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another; as I have loved you, that you also love one another. By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.
The commandment reiterated by Jesus
John 15:12, 17 (NKJV): 12 This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. 17 These things I command you, that you love one another.
The commandment reiterated by others
Romans 13:8 (NKJV): Owe no one anything except to love one another, for he who loves another has fulfilled the law.
Philippians 2:2 (NLT): Then make me truly happy by agreeing wholeheartedly with each other, loving one another, and working together with one mind and purpose.
1 Thessalonians 3:12 (NASB): and may the Lord cause you to increase and abound in love for one another, and for all people, just as we also do for you
1 Thessalonians 4:9 (KJV): But as touching brotherly love [philadelphia] ye need not that I write unto you: for ye yourselves are taught of God to love [agape] one another.
1 Peter 1:22 (KJV): Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren [philadelphia], see that ye love [agape] one another with a pure heart fervently
1 Peter 4:8 (NASB): Above all, keep fervent in your love for one another, because love covers a multitude of sins.
1 John 3:11, 23a (NKJV): 11 For this is the message that you heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. 23a And this is His commandment: that we should believe on the name of His Son Jesus Christ and love one another.
1 John 4:7, 11-12 (NKJV): 7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. 12 No one has seen God at any time. If we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.
2 John 1:5-6 (NKJV/NLT): 5 And now I plead with you, lady, not as though I wrote a new commandment to you, but that which we have had from the beginning: that we love one another. 6 Love means doing what God has commanded us, and he has commanded us to love one another, just as you heard from the beginning.
Like-Minded
Romans 12:16 (NKJV): Be of the same mind [cherish the same views, be harmonious] toward one another. Do not set your mind on high things, but associate with the humble. Do not be wise in your own opinion.
Romans 15:5 (NKJV): Now may the God of patience and comfort grant you to be like-minded toward one another, according to Christ Jesus
Philostorgos
Romans 12:10 (NKJV): Be kindly affectionate [philos and storge combined] to one another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another
Hupotasso
Ephesians 5:21 (NIV): Submit [a voluntary attitude of giving in, cooperating, assuming responsibility, and carrying a burden] to one another out of reverence for Christ.
Electioneering
Philippians 2:3 (NASB): Do nothing from selfishness [electioneering] or empty conceit [pride], but with humility of mind [deep sense of one’s moral littleness] regard [lead and think of] one another as more important [stand out, rise above] than yourselves
Irritating beautiful acts
Hebrews 10:24 (KJV): And let us consider [perceive, fix one’s eyes upon] one another to provoke [incite, irritate] unto love [agape] and to good works [beautiful acts]

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One Another, Week 2: Actions
Kissing
Romans 16:16a (NKJV): Greet one another with a holy kiss.
1 Corinthians 16:20b (NKJV): Greet one another with a holy kiss.
2 Corinthians 13:12 (NKJV): Greet one another with a holy kiss.
1 Peter 5:14a (KJV): Greet ye one another with a kiss of charity.
Adam Clarke Commentary: In those early times, the kiss, as a token of peace, friendship and brotherly love, was frequent among all people; and the Christians used it in their public assemblies, as well as in their occasional meetings. Shaking of hands is now substituted for kissing.
People’s New Testament: The kiss is still a common salutation in the East, and was in New Testament times. The custom is still preserved in the Greek churches.
Robertson’s Word Pictures: Men kissed men and women kissed women.
Caring
1 Corinthians 12:25 (NKJV): that there should be no schism in the body, but that the members should have the same care for one another.
David Guzik: We should care for one another because we are all part of the same body. The parts of the body work together. The eyes and ears do not only serve themselves, but the whole body. The hands do not only feed and defend themselves, but the whole body. The heart does not only supply blood to itself, but serves the whole body. Sometimes there is a part of our body which only lives to serve itself. It doesn't contribute anything to the rest of the body, and everything it gets it uses to feed and grow itself. We call this cancer.
Robertson's Word Pictures: The word for care is the same work used by Jesus of our anxiety in Matthew 6. Paul personifies the parts of the body as if each one is anxious for the others.
Forgiving
Ephesians 4:32 (NKJV): And be kind to one another [in the present imperative tense, literally meaning, ‘keep on becoming kind’], tenderhearted [compassionate—having the bowels easily moved], forgiving one another [this is a duty, not a recommendation], even as God in Christ forgave you.
Colossians 3:13 (KJV): Forbearing one another [referring to present offenses meaning, ‘holding yourselves back from one another’], and forgiving one another [referring to past offenses], if any man have a quarrel [cause of blame/complaint] against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.
Comforting
1 Thessalonians 4:18 (KJV): Wherefore comfort one another [not, ‘take comfort’ but ‘comfort one another’—notice how active Paul’s Advice is here] with these words.
1 Thessalonians 5:11 (KJV): Wherefore comfort yourselves together, and edify [build up—David Guzik: when this is our first focus, God will build us up. The vision is of a church full of active participants, not passive spectators] one another, even as also ye do.
Exhorting
Hebrews 3:13 (KJV): But exhort [seriously encourage] one another daily [this assumes we are in close fellowship], while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin.
Agreeing
1 Corinthians 1:10 (NIV): I appeal to you, brothers, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you agree with one another [keep on speaking in speech] so that there may be no divisions [as Paul was a tentmaker by trade, his use of a term that means, ‘tearing apart’ may have a textile industry reference. Robertson: These divisions were over the preachers, immorality, going to law before the heathen, marriage, meats offered to idols, conduct of women in church, the Lord's Supper, spiritual gifts and the resurrection] among you and that you may be perfectly united in mind and thought [since we are one body and members of each other—the reference here could be referring to an out of place thread—a pull].
Living Peacefully
1 Thessalonians 5:13b (NASB): Live in peace with one another.

One Another, Week 3: ActivitieS
Framework for our activities: We are members of one another
Romans 12:5 (NKJV): so we, being many, are one body in Christ, and individually members [limbs] of one another. (Idea = I am part of you and you are part of me—we are members of one body and must work tougher in our activities)
Ephesians 4:25b (NKJV): for we are members of one another
Building
Romans 14:19 (NASB): So then we pursue [to run swiftly in order to catch; to harass or trouble without the idea of hostility] the things which make for peace [tranquility] and the building up of one another. (Idea = We seek out activities that build up each other and create peace. We make decisions based on the needs of others.)
1 Thessalonians 5:15b (NASB): always seek after that which is good [useful and agreeable] for one another and for all people. (Idea = We should chase after that which is good for others—not that which is good for ourselves)
1 Peter 5:5b (NIV): All of you, clothe [knot or band by which two things are fastened together, to fasten] yourselves with humility toward one another (Idea = In order to build up someone, you must be dressed for the job—one piece of clothing is humility)
Ephesians 5:19 (NIV): Speak to one another with psalms [songs accompanied with music], hymns [sacred songs] and spiritual songs [lyrical poems relating to the human spirit] (Idea = We build each other up by singing to each other—one of the great joys of church is congregational singing; one of the great tragedies is that many do not participate)
Colossians 3:16b (KJV): teaching and admonishing [warning] one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs (Idea = The words are important in the songs we sing—it’s not just about a catchy tune)
Hebrews 10:25 (KJV): Not forsaking [abandoning] the assembling [gathering] of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting [call to your side; summon] one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching. (Idea = We can do no building if we are never together)
James 5:16a (NASB): Therefore, confess [acknowledge] your sins to one another, and pray for [on behalf of, for the sake of] one another so that you may be healed (Idea = We can build each other up not just on Earth, but also in Heaven)



Receiving
Romans 15:7 (NKJV): Therefore receive [take in] one another, just as Christ also received us, to the glory of God. (Idea = You are important to me because you are important to Christ)
Romans 16:2a (AMP): That you may receive her in the Lord [with a Christian welcome], as saints (God's people) ought to receive one another.
1 Peter 3:8a (NIV): live in harmony [compassionate sympathy] with one another (Idea = I accept you because Christ has accepted you)
1 Corinthians 11:33 (NKJV): Therefore, my brethren, when you come together to eat, wait for [To look for, accept and expect] one another. (Idea = Since you are important to me, I will wait for you)
Serving
Galatians 5:13b (NKJV): through love [agape] serve [be a slave] one another (Idea = Our love compels us to serve one another)
1 Peter 4:10 (NASB): As each one has received a special gift, employ it in serving [be a waiter] one another as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. (Idea = Each one of us has a gift and we are to serve one another in order to be stewards of God’s gifts)
1 Peter 4:9 (NIV): Offer hospitality [generosity] to one another without grumbling [murmuring]. (Idea = We should reach out easily and naturally)
Bearing
Ephesians 4:2 (NKJV): with all lowliness and gentleness, with longsuffering [a slowness in avenging wrong], bearing with [sustaining, holding up] one another in love (Idea = There will be times when each of us needs someone to bear with us a little longer, so we should be willing to do the same)
Hebrews 13:4a (NLT): Give honor [preciousness] to marriage, and remain faithful to one another in marriage. (Idea = There is never an excuse or allowance for unfaithfulness)
Applying One Another Activities
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1 John 1:7a (NIV): But if we walk [conduct our lives] in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship [Greek = koinonia—association, community, joint participation] with one another (Idea = We are members of one another; therefore we should build, receive, serve and bear with one another in order to create real fellowship)

Review of Week 3: Applying One Another Activities
1 John 1:7a (NIV): But if we walk [conduct our lives] in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship [Greek = koinonia—association, community, joint participation] with one another
Framework for our ADMONITIONS: Don’t Judge
Romans 14:13 (NKJV): Therefore let us not judge [resolve or decree; pronounce an opinion/judgment; govern; separate] one another anymore, but rather resolve [same Greek word for judge] this, not to put a stumbling block or a cause to fall [Greek = skandalon, where we get our word scandal, meaning a trap] in our brother’s way. (Idea = Don’t pronounce opinions, rather insure we aren’t causing problems)
James 5:9a (NASB): Do not complain [judge], brethren, against one another
Don’t Compare
2 Corinthians 10:12 (AMP): Not that we [have the audacity to] venture to class [put ourselves in a certain class] or [even to] compare ourselves with some who exalt and furnish testimonials for themselves! However, when they measure themselves with themselves and compare themselves with one another, they are without understanding and behave unwisely. (Idea = Don’t compare yourself with anyone except Christ)

don’t Excuse
Romans 15:14 (NKJV): Now I myself am confident concerning you, my brethren, that you also are full of goodness, filled with all knowledge, able also to admonish [Greek = noutheteo, meaning to warn, exhort or counsel] one another. (Idea = Don’t excuse sinful behavior by remaining silent when good, knowledgeable counsel could assist)
Don’t Speak Out
Galatians 5:15 (NKJV): But if you bite [cut up] and devour [squander/waste] one another, beware lest you be consumed [shamelessly spent] by one another! (Idea = Don’t use people)
Galatians 5:26 (NKJV): Let us not become conceited [glorying without reason], provoking [calling out] one another, envying one another. (Idea = Don’t want what others have and don’t be proud of what you have)
Colossians 3:9 (NASB): Do not lie [deceive] to one another, since you laid aside [stripped off] the old self with its evil practices (Idea = Don’t carry around the old man)
James 4:11 (NIV): Brothers, do not slander [speak evil against] one another. Anyone who speaks against his brother or judges him speaks against the law and judges it. When you judge the law, you are not keeping it, but sitting in judgment on it. (Idea =Don’t slander and show our disdain for the law)
Don’t Rob
1 Corinthians 6:7 (NKJV): Now therefore, it is already an utter failure [defeat] for you that you go to law [sue] against one another. Why do you not rather accept wrong? [Why don’t you take the wrong?] Why do you not rather let yourselves be cheated [robbed]? (Idea = Don’t sue, rather choose to be cheated)
1 Corinthians 7:5a (NKJV): Do not deprive [rob] one another [referring to sex] except with consent for a time (Idea = Don’t deprive your spouse)
Applying One Another Admonitions
1. Don’t cause problems by judging
2. Be OK with not being someone else
3. My interests are less important than yours
4. Counsel, don’t consume, complain or deceive
